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ATV/UTV Survey Results

Due to the growing amount of ATV/UTV use of the club, we would like your opinion on what changes you would like to see made regarding the ATV/UTV use policy and guest machine policy. The current policy was provided on the back of the survey sheet. The options provided were:

1. Leave the policy the way it is. (11)
2. Allow ONLY Bondholder and Spousal members, (junior members to be accompanied by  Bondholder or Spousal member. (42)
3. Registrations sticker system for Member machines and allow ONE guest sticker per Bondholder. (9)

In addition to that raw data count, we thought it might be of interest to include the comments we received on this subject.
· A total of four members wanted no ATV/UTV use on club at all.
· Five members wanted no dirt bikes at all on the club.
· Five members suggested no ATV/UTVs on the club at all during hunting season. (except game retrieval)
· Give the Directors the power to charge and remove offenders of the policy including those bringing non-members on the club.
· A member suggested maintaining the current policy and allowing one guest.
· One member commented that driving an ATV alone without others would be a problem if something were to happen (flat tire, engine trouble, etc.) leave the policy the way it is.
· A comment: No guests every on a machine (it’s not an ATV club)
· There should be no alcohol consumption on ATV/UTVs.
· Too many ATV non-member riders tearing up our property. Members pay for this club, not guests. Keep them off the land. (2)
· A member says they do not think we need the added expense of stickering member machines. They should use their button as the registration sticker plus one guest with the member.
· A member says every effort to stop the “free for all” on club land or large gangs of mixed members and non-members should be made a priority mission.
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
